This research project explores the particular vulnerability of LGBTQ youth and the ways in which traffickers seek to exploit these vulnerabilities in order to compel youth into commercial sex.  

Sex Trafficking and Arizona’s Vulnerable Youth (2015-2020): Assist the Primary Investigators on a $2.20 million grant from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Children’s Bureau with the development of a multi-system coordination and advocacy related to child sex trafficking and strengthens decision-making processes, research, and best practices in services that interact with child victims of sex trafficking. It addresses gaps in the identification of and service provision to sex trafficked children in Arizona’s child welfare system, with emphasis on the high need for services to Arizona’s American Indian populations.

Exploring Sex Traffickers in Las Vegas, Nevada: Characteristics, Techniques, Networks and Movement Patterns (2016-2021): Review arrest records and court files of all persons        arrested by the Las Vegas Metropolitan Police Department regarding the sex trafficking of     minors and adults as a trafficker/pimp.  These records will include cases from 2012 to 2016   (depending on volume, this time span can increase).  The purpose of this study is to explore the individual behaviors and characteristics of sex traffickers in the Las Vegas community.  Exploring these cases will allow for the development of trend models, a better understanding of how   traffickers move in and out of Las Vegas and how they are exploiting women in the Las Vegas community.  This information could also create new knowledge about the process of sex      trafficker cases through the criminal justice system.

Exploring Sex Traffickers in Phoenix, Arizona: Characteristics, Techniques, Networks and Movement Patterns (2017-2021): Review arrest records and court files of all persons        arrested by the Phoenix Police Department regarding the sex trafficking of minors and adults as a trafficker/pimp.  The purpose of this study is to explore the individual behaviors and          characteristics of sex traffickers in the Phoenix community.  Exploring these cases will allow for the development of trend models, a better understanding of how traffickers move in and out of Phoenix and how they are exploiting women in the Phoenix community.
